One day format details

Format

The ANDRA one day format shall be made up of:

· A non-compulsory qualifying session (additional non-compulsory qualifying sessions may be added).

· Compulsory qualifying session (competitors must make an attempt at a burnout at a minimum in order to be eligible for eliminations).

· Elimination round.

· Finals (including consolation final). 
Qualifying and lane choice

Qualifying and lane choice is as per the ANDRA rule book.

Elimination round

The elimination round is made up of all competitors who take part in the compulsory qualifying session. 

It is seeded as per the first round of a traditional eliminations format, where the top qualifier takes on the bottom qualifier, second qualifier takes on second bottom qualifier and so on. In the case of an uneven field the top qualifier earns the solo pass. Run order is as per traditional eliminations format.
Finals

The final (deciding winner and runner up) will be made up of the two winners from the elimination round with the quickest elapsed time. 

The consolation final (deciding third and fourth) will be between the next two quickest winners, where there are four or more winners from the elimination round. Where there are only three winners from the elimination round, the consolation final will be a solo pass and fourth position points will not be allocated. Where four competitors race in the elimination round, the two losers may contest the consolation final for third and fourth position points.

In the event of a tie in elapsed times the finalists will be decided by the competitor with the higher speed, then the competitor who ran the time first.

Conditions

The one day format may only be run by approval from ANDRA.

A minimum of two Group One brackets must be contested at the event where the three round format is used.

The consolation final is not optional and must be contested.
