	What is the intent of this Rule Proposal?: To allow the use of Over Head Valve (Honda or Briggs and Stratton based architecture) Engines in the Junior Dragster bracket, to modernise the class, to create more options for engines, that still use the same and similar parts to the flathead engines currently used, To keep our rules progressing with the likes of NHRA and IHRA, which have begun the process of allowing the use of these engines, and allow modification of the LO206 motor when moving above C/ designation. 

Examples : Briggs and Stration Animal, Honda GX160/GX200, Huddleston Magnum OHV, Predator Ghost 212, JR Race Car Patriot, Blackmarkit Innovations Versa, PPM Animal
	Proposed Amendment: Use of Over Head Valve engines premitted, to be approved by ANDRA. 
	Classes Effected: A/JD, A/JR, A/JFC, B/JD, B/JR, B/JFC
	How does or can this rule proposal protect participants and spectators?: N/A
	How is this rule proposal a positive step for ANDRA Drag Racing?: By keeping up and leading the way in innovation in the bracket, which has been using the '5hp' Side Valve Briggs and Stratton 'Model 13' engine platform since 1992. With the recent moves to include EFI systems for Junior Dragster, as so it were 'keeping with the times', having different motor styles available (similar to Chevrolet vs Ford vs Mopar). 
	What is the positive impact of the rule proposal on other Classes and Brackets?: N/A
	How does the rule proposal ensure increased opportunity for even competition?: There has been no shown advantages of OHV vs Flathead, and the bracket is ran to Class Limits, therefore, no advantage/disadvantage is gained/lost, just a different engine format.
	Describe how the rule proposal is practical and encforcable: Engines to be approved by ANDRA to maintain practicality. Examples can be found already approved by NHRA. 
	Describe how the cost of complying with the rule proposal is reasonable for competitors: The change is voluntary/ of the owners choice. Overhead Valve Engines are similar in costs to the current Flathead motors on the market, with many parts being able to be used in both platforms. Crankshafts, Clutches, Carburettors are just some of the overlap/ interchangeable parts.
