What is the intent of this Rule Proposal?

This rule updates the class to provide continued support from a variety of bikes that would
otherwise need to be retired.

Proposed Amendment

Allow facsimile aftermarket engine cylinder blocks within Group 2 Competition Bike - Street Bike
class.

Also the use of aftermarket quick access clutch covers to allow for ease of maintenance
between rounds.

Classes Effected

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How does, or can, this rule proposal protect participants and spectators?

This rule proposal protects the competitors that enjoys some of the older platform of motorcycles
for this class. Not all racers want to race the latest offering from manufactures, rather; enjoying
the beauty and simplicity of older more traditional models that have built this category into what
it is today for over four decades.

The lower cost of ownership means builders can purchase the correct displacement block for
cheaper than modification to OEM which are wearing out and becoming rare.

These benefits both participants and spectators with a variety of old and new model motorcycles
competing in the class.

How is this rule proposal a positive step for ANDRA Drag Racing?

This rule proposal aligns ANDRA with IHRA's Performance Bike class allowing compliance
between the two bodies. Competitors from IHRA can then compete in ANDRA events which
would otherwise be impossible.

What is the positive impact of the rule proposal on other Classes and Brackets?

The only positive impact to other classes and brackets is increased numbers in Competition
Bike through the ability for competitors to build a reliable package.
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How does the rule proposal ensure increased opportunity for even competition?

This rule is not a performance gain to the class. This rule will increase reliability and lower cost
for the competitor.
