What is the intent of this Rule Proposal?

To allow the Promoter (prior to the event) to plan the event schedule (running order) so that any
Brackets with 7 or less vehicles entered may be run as Shootout Style Format racing or Three
Round Format racing.

and
To allow the Meeting Director (during the event), to change the event schedule (running order)

so that any Brackets with 7 or less vehicles still competing can be run as Shootout Style Format
racing or Three Round Format racing.

Proposed Amendment

Currently in situations where there are 5 or more vehicles entered the racing must be scheduled /
planned as Elimination racing.

The ability to schedule / plan the event (for brackets of less than 7 vehicles) and have the option to run
as Shootout Style Format racing or Three Round Format racing allows more flexibility to the Meeting
Director when the field sizes are low (e.g. less than 7). For example, in situations where there are 5 or
6 vehicles entered and then 1 or 2 brake in qualifying, therefore leaving 4 (or less) under the current
regulations the previously scheduled Elimination rounds must be rescheduled to be Shootout Style
Format racing or Three Round Format racing. This becomes problematic especially for vehicles that
require a longer turnaround time like Supercharged Outlaws. If the smaller fields of 7 or less can be
initially scheduled as Shootout Style Format racing or Three Round Format racing then if 1 or 2 brake
and can't continue into racing there is no need to reschedule the racing rounds for the affected Bracket.

Classes Effected

Any Brackets with less than 7 entrants (before the event) and/or less than 7 vehicles
progressing onto racing rounds (after qualifying).
